Consent to appear Before the Juvenile Review Board

DATA REQUIRED BY THE PRIVACY ACT OF 1974


AUTHORITY:  10 U.S.C. 3012.


PRINCIPAL PURPOSE:  To obtain child and parent’s consent to appear before the Fort Gordon Juvenile Review Board.


ROUTINE USES:  The information will be provided to the Juvenile Hearing Officer and the Garrison Commander and other program participants who have a need to know.


DISCLOSURE:  Disclosure is voluntary.  If both names are not indicated on the consent form, the Juvenile Review 


Board will not have jurisdiction to adjudicate the case.

The Fort Gordon Juvenile Review Board was created by Fort Gordon Regulation 190-4, to adjudicate misconduct by juveniles on Fort Gordon.  The hearing is informal and administra-tive in nature.  The purpose of the hearing is twofold:  (1) to determine if the juvenile did commit the misconduct alleged, and (2) if so, what the appropriate punishment should be.  No criminal record will exist as a result of participation in the Board.





The juvenile and his/her sponsor have the following rights:


	1.  To be present during the hearing;


	2.  To be confronted with the investigative reports;


 	3.  To present witnesses and other evidence; and 


	4.  To be represented by counsel at no expense to the U.S. Government.





The following administrative sanctions may be imposed, as condition of voluntary partici-pation in this administrative program, if the juvenile is found to have committed the misconduct:


	1.  Requiring the juvenile to submit a written report;


	2.  Referral to appropriate social services (counseling, etc.);


	3.  Placement of the juvenile on supervised or unsupervised probation with or without community service, which could result in the forfeiture of certain privileges in the event


of further acts of misconduct;


	4.  Withdrawal of installation privileges or activities or activities for an indefinite


or specified amount of time;


	5.  Requiring the juvenile (sponsor) to make financial restitution for any damages


caused by their misconduct;


	6.  Recommendation that the family be required to vacate government quarters;


	7.  Placing the juvenile on curfew during a period of probation;


	8.  Requiring participation in the juvenile work program;


	9.  Requiring the juvenile to write a letter of apology to be appropriately published (e.g., posted at the entrance of the PX, if the incident involved shoplifting);


	10.  Requiring the juvenile to attend a field trip to the Regional Youth Development Center;


	11.  Requiring the juvenile to appear in a community service videotape to deter others from misconduct.





Participation in the Fort Gordon Juvenile Review Board is voluntary.  Both the juvenile and the sponsor must consent and agree to the jurisdiction of the Board prior to the case being processed.  If the juvenile and the sponsor do not consent, alternate administrative action will be considered.
